2014-2015: TRIMESTER SCHEDULING

East Carter is proud to be one of the schools leading the state to “trimester” scheduling. This new course format of trimesters means you will have a new schedule three times a year rather than one, offering you the opportunity to earn 8.25 credits per year. You will also be able to choose more “electives” that you find interesting. 

Here’s how it works: When scheduling, you will choose classes for the whole year -- 15 courses in all, each worth .5 credit and 3 Raider Red classes (3rd Period—approx 40 minutes) worth .25 credit. Choose your required core classes first. Most core classes will take two spaces in your course selection list, because you need one full credit for each of these. Some core classes, particularly Advanced Placement courses and End of Course Assessment classes, require 3 trimesters.  The Raider Red Period (3rd period) will also be used for tutoring and transitional classes for students who do not meet benchmarks on the EXPLORE, PLAN, and ACT.

After choosing your core classes, fill in your remaining spaces with electives, paying special attention to the number of trimesters each class requires. Some electives are 1 trimester for ½ credit, while others, such as band, choir, and ROTC require students to take the course all 3 trimesters, earning 1.5 credits. 

SCHEDULING INFORMATION

The following information will assist you in completing your schedule for next year. Please give careful thought to your selection of courses.

· You and your parents are responsible for choosing courses designed to meet graduation requirements. If you do not complete a schedule by the deadline, your counselor will complete one for you. This eliminates the opportunity for you to choose your own classes and therefore prevents you from changing the schedule made out for you.

· All underclassmen are required to take English, Math, Science, and Social Studies.

· Most courses are based on 2 trimesters a year (24 weeks) of instruction. You will receive a progress report after 6 weeks of class. You will earn 1/2 credit for successful completion of each course per trimester. 

· If you fail a core course in the first or second trimester, your counselor may assign you to repeat that course in the next trimester. If you fail a core course in the third trimester, you will retake it the next year, which may affect your class standing and graduation year.

· A teacher recommendation and/or an application may be required for certain course selections. This requirement is designated in the course selection guide.

· Remember that you are choosing classes for the whole year, so please select carefully. Schedule change requests may not be honored after the start of school.

· Only one English class can be scheduled per trimester unless approved by the principal or counselor.

· While certain courses are required (“core”), there are many elective courses from which to choose. The choice of courses should be based on individual career goals, interests, abilities, aptitudes, and prior grades.

· Courses must be chosen from those listed for the grade in which the student is enrolled. Courses of a lower grade level may be substituted with counselor’s approval.
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· Each student must select 15 courses per year, plus 3 elective classes for 3rd period work .25 credits, which equals 2.75 credits per trimester and 8.25 credits per year, 6 classes per day. Combinations of 1-, 2- or 3-term courses may be selected to meet this total. 

· Advanced Placement classes, EOC classes, band, choir, ROTC, and some other select courses must be taken all 3 trimesters, earning students 1.5 credits per year. Please read the course selection guide carefully. 

SCHEDULE CHANGES

A student may not drop classes without the permission of guidance counselor or principal. In some cases, such as AP or Honors classes, parents permission is also required.  Students who desire a schedule change must pick up a schedule change request form from their counselor. Then, to meet with a counselor, students must make an appointment with the guidance clerk. These can only be made the first two days of the trimester.  After that time, changes will be made for the following reasons only:

· Inappropriate academic placement

· Improper grade level placement

· Vocational program adjustment

· Approval of Independent Study/On-line course

· Placement in a credit recovery class

· Medical Necessity with a Dr.’s note as a reason for class change

· At the discretion of the Principal or Counselor

 STUDENTS MUST COMPLETE AN INDIVIDUAL LEARNING PLAN (ILP) EACH SCHOOL YEAR

PREPARATION FOR COLLEGE ADMISSIONS

Applicants to colleges must qualify for admission by a combination of the following: grade point average, ACT/SAT score and transcript of courses. Students should consult college websites for specific information concerning admission requirements. Plans should be made as early as possible in their high school career so that everyone concerned will be aware of all necessary requirements for acceptance. Without discounting the importance of such factors as character, personality, and civic responsibility, colleges place great emphasis upon intellectual eagerness, initiative, academic promise, and maturity.

Since college admission is becoming increasingly competitive, students must expect to do intensive work throughout their high school career or they may experience difficulty in gaining admission to the college of their choice. Colleges require a copy of the student’s academic record (transcript) from grades nine through twelve. Courses taken each year are the foundation for success in succeeding years. The Kentucky Council on Postsecondary Education has prescribed the following minimum requirements for high school graduates to be eligible for regular admission to a four-year degree program at a Kentucky public university:

· English – 4 credits required

· Mathematics – 4 credits required, including Algebra 1, Geometry, Algebra 2, and one higher level math course

· Science – 3 credits required, including life science, physical science, and earth/space science 

· Social Studies – 3 credits required from U.S. History, World Civilizations, Economics, Government, and World Geography

· Health - .5 credit

· Physical Education - .5 credit

· History & Appreciation of Visual and Performing Arts – 1 credit

· World Language – 2 credits from the same language

· Electives – 5 rigorous credits
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NCAA ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

Any student who plans to attend a NCAA Division I or II institution AND who wishes to participate in intercollegiate athletics must register with the NCAA Eligibility Center (formerly NCAA Clearinghouse). To view the rules and to register, go to https://web1.ncaa.org/eligibilitycenter/common/. Click on the Prospective Student-Athletes link. Here you can gather information and resources for the prospective student-athlete as well as register. When you register, you must print for your counselor two requests for transcripts. Give these to your counselor and the records clerk will send the NCAA Eligibility Center a copy of your current transcript as well as your final transcript. When you register to take the ACT or SAT, you must request that your score be sent directly to the NCAA Eligibility Center by choosing 9999 as a score reporting location on your ACT/SAT registration document.

To determine your eligibility, the NCAA Eligibility Center examines your grades from your high school core classes with your college entrance exam scores. For Division I, a GPA is calculated for 16 core courses; for Division II, 14 core classes. See the web page for the breakdown of courses. Division I has a sliding scale of test score and GPA. The SAT score used includes only the critical reading and math sections. The ACT score used for NCAA purposes is a sum of the four sections on the ACT: English, math, reading and science. For Division II, there is a minimum SAT score of 820 or an ACT sum score of 68 and a minimum GPA of 2.0. All SAT and ACT scores must be reported directly to the NCAA Initial-Eligibility Center by the testing agency. Test scores that appear on transcripts will no longer be accepted. When registering for the SAT or ACT, use the Eligibility Center code of 9999 to make sure your score is reported directly to them.

HONOR ROLL

Students at East Carter are named to the Honor Roll after each grading period. Students with at least a 3.7 GPA with no C’s are named to the Principal’s Honor Roll. Students with at least a 3.3 GPA with no C’s are named to the regular Honor Roll.

HONORS CLASSES

Students are required to meet specific criteria in order to be selected to take honors classes.  They must complete an application for each honors class they would like to take.  When scheduling, students may select to take these classes, but a counselor will need to review their academic information and application before they will be placed in the classes.  The academic criteria, which will be considered for placement in these classes will include:  Cumulative GPA; Grades in the specific core subject areas; EPAS assessment scores and comprehensive assessments for subject area; students being labeled gifted in specific core areas; and teacher recommendations.  

THE ADVANCED PLACEMENT PROGRAM AND OFFERINGS

Advanced Placement classes provide students the opportunity to take high school courses using college level curriculum.  Students enrolled in these classes may receive credit, placement, or both from over 2,900 colleges and universities participating in the Advanced Placement Program. In the spring, students take an AP exam covering the Advanced Placement course in which they are enrolled.  An added benefit of taking AP classes is that the grade earned for these courses is weighted for the KEES scholarship.  These are the only courses that students can earn weighted credit for on the KEES scholarship.  Advanced Placement courses make substantial academic demands on students. Students are required to do considerable outside reading, complete college level assignments, and demonstrate the analytical skills and writing ability expected of first-year students in a strong college program. Because of the high academic demands of AP courses, students must have teacher recommendations and their counselor’s approval to enroll in an AP class.

In trimester scheduling, students are expected to take an Advanced Placement course all year long 

(3 trimesters). Students will earn 1 credit of AP coursework and an additional 0.5 elective credit for an enrichment class in each subject. The elective credit is not weighted for KEES.

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DUAL CREDIT PROGRAM

Ashland Community and Technical College participate in our Dual Credit Program.  Students will receive college credit if they enroll in and meet the requirements of the dual credit classes.  These classes are offered seniors.  Students may take up to 12 college credit hours per year (4 classes).  These classes require a fee per class—students will only be required to purchase textbooks for each class.  Placement in classes are based on students’ gpa and ACT assessment scores.  We will offer English 101 and 102 ($50 per class); Basic Public Speaking ($216); Intro to Psychology ($216); and College Algebra ($216).  

Juniors and seniors who attend Carter County Career and Technical School can also receive college credit from ACTC for specific classes taken.  These classes also require a small fee only if students want to receive college credit for them.  

We also participate in a dual credit program with Kentucky Christian University. These classes are for seniors only. The price of the KCU classes are $300 each.  These classes include US History, Business, Psychology, Biology, and Anatomy. Students will have to provide their own transportation to these classes and will be required to attend classes even if ECHS classes are not in session.  Students will need special permission from the counselor to attend the KCU classes.

CAREER AND TECHNICAL EDUCATION

Career and Technical Education is an essential component of the high school curriculum.  For many students, it represents as much as a third of their high school experience.  It is a critical component in meeting the needs of students in academic achievement, career exploration, career preparation, and leadership development. High quality Career and Technical Education programs are critical in preparing students for further study at the postsecondary level in a technical field or successful entry into the workforce following high school graduation.  Therefore, a well-planned sequence of courses, which is focused on a career cluster, has a positive impact on student achievement during high school and student success following high school graduation.

ECHS offers several career and technical programs which include:  Agriculture; Business and Marketing Education; Family and Consumer Science; Health Science; Informational Technology; Carpentry; Welding; and Drafting. 

Students may select a career pathway (which are listed in the Course Description Guide) to follow in high school.  Once they have selected this career path, they will need to take all the required classes and possibly one or more elective classes listed under the area to receive a certificate of completion for that career path.  If students select a specific career path, the teachers in that area will provide the students with more detailed information about their courses.

Each year students from East Carter High School take the Skills Standard Test administered by the CTE (Career and Technical Education) Department.  The assessments are standards-driven and focused on occupational, employability, and academic competencies.  This test is given to junior and senior students who have completed a career path.  If students pass the test, they can receive a certificate of passing as well as some students may receive college credit at specific colleges and universities.  
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ENGLISH DEPARTMENT

230107A   English  1A– (RQ) Grade 9. This course will emphasize the study of various forms of writing, specifically letter writing, poetic forms, open response items, personal expressive writing. Extensive units on grammar, mechanics, and usage will be featured in preparation for PLAN testing.  Students will develop speaking, listening, observing, and inquiry skills. Students will incorporate technology to complete authentic tasks. 

230107B   English  1B– (RQ) Grade 9.  This course will emphasize the study of high-quality literature to serve as models for the teaching of reading skills and writing the 3.5 essay.  Featured units will be taught on the short story, the novel, real world reading, and drama. Various aspects of vocabulary and open response items will be covered in this course, as well as mini-units concerning grammar, mechanics, and usage in preparation for PLAN testing.

230108A  Honors English 1A   & 230108B Honors English 1B – (RQ) Grade 9.  

Students enrolling in this course should have superior ability and achievement in language arts as indicated by grades, standardized test scores and teacher recommendations.  Students should be self-motivated.  This course follows the curriculum of English I but at a higher academic level.

230110   English 2 (RQ) Grade 10 (3 trimester course) EOC class. This course will emphasize the study of various persuasive and poetic forms of writing, and use of open response items. Intensive review units of grammar, mechanics, and usage will be featured in preparation for ACT testing.  This course will also emphasize the study of high-quality literature to serve as models for the teaching of reading skills. Units will be taught on various forms of fiction and non-fiction, featuring informational reading, real world reading, and the novel. Additional units of intentional review concerning the short story, poetry, and the 3.5 essay will also be included, as well as mini-units on writing conventions emphasized in ACT testing and open response items.  There will be a state end of course assessment given at the end of the course and the score will be averaged into the student’s course grade.

230167  Advanced Placement Literature and Composition-(English 2) (RQ)  Grade 10.   Advance students may elect to take this course in place of Advance English. The course is designed to engage students in the critical analysis of imaginative literature focusing on structures, style and themes. The class is designed to prepare the student to write critical or analytical essays based on poems, prose and complete novels or plays. Students will complete their senior writing portfolio, a state graduation requirement and are required to take this course the entire year. The class will also prepare students to become skilled writers. Students will need to meet specific guidelines to be eligible to take this course, which will be indicated by grades, standardized test scores, attendance and teacher recommendations.  Summer work will be required.  This is a weighted course if students take the Advance Placement English Examination.  
 230113A   English  3A &  230113B English 3B (RQ)  Grade 11.  This course provides a survey of American Literature, focusing on analysis of major authors, styles, forms and ideas. Students will analyze and evaluate various reading materials and respond critically to a variety of literary genres. Students will continue to develop transactive, personal and literary writing, tailoring the use of language and conventions. The evaluation of sources with emphasis on analyzing, paraphrasing, and summarizing will again be emphasized. Primary instruction will include a concentration on rhetoric, drama, and content-specific writing assignments. On Demand Writing and ACT Preparatory activities will also be emphasize.
230166 (A & B)   Advanced Placement Language/English 3  230166 C Academic Enrichment in Language – (RQ)   Grade 11. Advance students may elect to take this course in place of English III. The course is designed to help students become skilled readers of prose written in a variety of periods, disciplines and rhetorical contexts. The class will also prepare students to become skilled writers. Students will need to meet specific guidelines to be eligible to take this course, which will be indicated by grades, standardized test scores, attendance and teacher recommendations.  Summer work will be required.  This is a weighted course.  
230116A   English 4: Composition   230116B  English 4:  Literature  230116C  This course builds upon the previous skills taught in all former levels of English and includes a strong emphasis on the revision process in writing. Generally, the course is a survey of British Literature. Some major contemporary authors’ works may also be studied. . This course is designed to provide students with an intensive opportunity to develop college preparatory writing skills of critical importance — specifically, a heightened ability to read, write, and reason analytically as well as to incorporate and document basic research into one's own writing. Additionally, this course emphasizes vocabulary development, proper application of grammar and usage, and organization and preparedness.
239141 (A&B) Yearbook/School Newspaper – (EL) Grade 11-12.  If you are interested in being on the yearbook and newspaper staff, you must apply and be accepted by the yearbook faculty sponsor. The school yearbook and a school newspaper will be published as a result of writing and course assignments in this class.   
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ENGLISH DEPARTMENT cont. 
231216 Reading/Evaluation Skills 9 –(R) Grade 9  

231220  Reading/Evaluation Skills 10- (R) Grade 10

See EPAS reading score guidelines to see is required to take these classes.

This class will center around the Shared Inquiry method whereby students read passages and selections critically, participate in discussions surrounding these reading passages, support their ideas with evidence, listen to other participants and respond to them directly in order to gain meaning and generate ideas about their reading. Writing to learn will be an integral part of the class as students take notes, use graphic organizers to plan writing, revise their writing in response to feedback, and write descriptions, narratives, expository essays, and persuasive essays.   
231210 (A & B) Reading Revisited 9     231212 (A & B) Reading Revisited 10 (RQ) 

See EPAS reading score guidelines to see is required to take these classes
Special Topics on instruction for students with reading difficulties; focuses on skill acquisition and reaching technique; demonstrates word attack skills and reading comprehension strategies.

909996 English 101—ACTC – (EL) Grade 12.  Dual Credit Class for English 4.  This course is designed for an accelerated student.  Additionally, the students must meet the requirements for English 101, which includes an emphasis in argument; instruction and practice of reading critically; thinking logically responding to texts; developing research skills; writing substantial essays through systematic revision; addressing specific audiences; and expressing ideas in standard and correct English.  Students will receive both high school credit and three hours college credit for this class. Students will enroll with ACTC and will be required to order and purchase required textbooks for the class.  The student must have a 18 in English on their ACT and a 3.0 GPA to qualify to take this class.  This is a weighted course. 
909994 English 102--ACTC– (EL) Grade 12.  Dual Credit Class.  This course is designed for an accelerated student.  Additionally, the students must meet the requirements for English 102, which includes an emphasis in argument; instruction and practice of reading critically; thinking logically responding to texts; developing research skills; writing substantial essays through systematic revision; addressing specific audiences; and expressing ideas in standard and correct English.    Students will receive both high school credit and three hours college credit for this class. Students will enroll with ACTC and will be required to order and to pay for textbooks.  The student must have an 18 in English on their ACT and a 3.0 GPA to qualify to take this class.  This is a weighted course.
909993 Basic Public Speaking (EL) Grade 12.  Dual Credit Class.  This course is designed to give the student platform experience in the fundamentals of effective speaking.  A college instructor teaches this class from ACTC during the school day.  Students will receive both high school credit and three hours college credit for this class. Students will enroll with ACTC and will be required to order and pay for textbooks.  The student must have a 20 in Reading on their ACT and a 3.0 GPA to qualify to take this class.  This is a weighted course.

231295 Reading for College/Career Success Grades 11-12 (RQ-if students do not meet benchmark scores).  This course is for students who need additional time and support or for students who may not have attained the benchmark PLAN (17) or ACT (20) score in reading.  

231299 English Skills 9   230942 English Skills 10   230195 & 230196  College & Career Readiness English/Reading 11-12  Grades 9-12 (RQ-if students do not meet benchmark scores).   This course is for students who need additional time and support or for students who may not have attained the benchmark on EXPLORE,  PLAN  or ACT  score in English.
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MATHEMATICS DEPARTMENT
270304 Algebra 1 – (RQ) Grade 9.  This class includes algebra of real numbers from the properties of operations, variables and open sentences; operations of linear and quadratic polynomials; graphing linear equations and quadratic systems of equations; functions and quadric formula; sequences; and probability. 

270305  Honors Algebra 1 – (RQ) Grade 9.  This class includes the study of matrices, linear equations, linear inequalities, linear functions, systems of equations and inequalities, probability, polynomials, quadratic functions, and other functions including piecewise and absolute value. 

270401  Geometry (3 trimesters)- (RQ) Grade 10.  This class includes the study of linear and angle relationships, triangles, polygons, transformations, similarity, right triangle trigonometry, surface area, and volume. Prerequisite: Alg1.
270402 Honors Geometry (3 trimesters)- (RQ) Grades 9-10.  This class includes the study of line and angle relationships, polygons, triangles, transformations, circles, surface area, volume, Pythagorean theorem, similarity, and right triangle trigonometry.

270311 Algebra 2 - (RQ) Grades 11 (3 trimesters)  EOC class. This math class includes the study of functions
 including absolute value, systems, exponential functions, sequences and series, probability, statistics, polynomials, quadratics, and rational expressions. Prerequisite: Algebra 1 and Geometry. There will be a state end of course 
assessment given at the end of the course and the score will be averaged into the student’s course grade.

270703 Integrated Math III (RQ) Grade 11.  This is a third year math course.  It contains the KY Core Academic 

Standards for mathematics.

270704 Integrated Math IV (Algebra 2) (RQ) Grade 12. EOC Class.  This is a fourth year math course.  It contains the 

KY Core Academic Standards for mathematics.

270312  Honors Algebra 2 - (RQ) Grades 10-11 (3 trimesters)  EOC Class.  This class includes the study of probability, systems of equations and inequalities, polynomial expressions and operations, exponential and logarithmic functions, quadratics, data analysis, sequences and series, radical and rational expressions. There will be a state end of course assessment given at the end of the course and the score will be averaged into the student’s course grade. There will be a state end of course assessment given at the end of the course and the score will be averaged into the student’s course grade.
270321 Algebra III – (EL) Grades 12.  This 4th year math elective prepares students for the ACT and other college entrance exams. This course includes a review of linear equations and functions, polynomial expressions and functions, factoring, rational expressions, radical expressions, exponential and logarithmic equations and functions, and conic equations. This is a weighted course. Prerequisite: Algebra 2.

270501 Pre-Calculus – (EL) Grades 11-12.  This course includes the study of functions, polynomial functions, rational equations and functions, radical equations and functions, exponential equations and functions, logarithmic equations and functions, trigonometric functions, polar coordinates, vectors, and conics. This is a weighted course.  Prerequisite: Strong Algebra 2 background at the Honors or Advance levels.

270513 Advanced Placement Calculus AB (EL) Grade 12.  This course follows the College Board curriculum. This course includes a study of functions, graphs, limits, applications of derivatives and second derivatives, application of integrals, Fundamental Theorem of Calculus, techniques, and applications of anti-differentiation. Three trimesters are required; students will earn one-half credit in Special Topics Math. This is a weighted course.  Instructor approval required.

270602 APStatistics (EL) Grade 11-12.  This is a rigorous course that will be designed to teach students how to collect, analyze and draw conclusions from data.  Students will study the following four broad conceptual themes established by the College Board: 1.Exploring data:  Describing patterns and departures from patterns.2. Sampling and Experimentation:  Planning and conducting a study.  3.Anticipating Patterns:  Exploring random phenomena using probability and simulation. 4. Statistical Inference:  Estimating population parameters and testing hypotheses. 

270407 Math Concepts 9  270721 Math Concepts 10  270719 & 270720   College & Career Readiness Math (RQ if students do not meet the benchmark scores in math on PLAN or ACT) Grades 11-12.  This course is for students who need additional time and support to complete the high math program and who may not have attained the benchmark on the EXPLORE, PLAN, or ACT score in mathematics.  It has a strong emphasis on real world connections.
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SCIENCE DEPARTMENT

303091 Integrated Science (RQ) Grade 9.  Students develop a conceptual understanding of chemistry and earth/space science through the use of scientific inquiry.  They experience chemistry and earth/space science concepts such as the structure of atoms, structure and properties of matter, chemical reactions, geochemical cycles, and formation and ongoing changes of the universe.  A scientific inquiry approach uses concrete hands-on experiences that require students to apply critical thinking skills.  For this course, the suggested sequence is introductory physics, introductory chemistry, and introductory biology with earth/space science.
303092 Honors Integrated Science (RQ) Grade 9.  See description for physical science course but will be taught at a more advanced level.  Students enrolling in this course should have superior ability and achievement in science as indicated by grades, standardized test scores and teacher recommendations.  
302602 Biology - (RQ) Grade 10 (3 trimesters) EOC Course.  This course which offers a basic understanding of life and life processes. Required topics of study include: the cell, the molecular basis of heredity, biological change, the interdependence of organisms, behavior or organisms and energy and organization in a living system. Laboratory techniques and their application in solving biological problems are key elements integrated into biology. There will be a state end of course assessment given at the end of the course and the score will be averaged into the student’s course grade.

302646 Advanced Placement Biology (RQ) Grade 10 (3 trimesters)  EOC Course or Grade 11-12 (Elective Class)

AP Biology is designed to be the equivalent of a college introductory biology course usually taken by biology majors during their first year.  It aims to provide students with the conceptual framework, factual knowledge and analytical skills necessary to deal critically with the rapidly changing science of biology.  The two main goals of AP Biology are to help students develop a conceptual framework for modern biology and to help students gain an appreciation of science as a process.  The ongoing information explosion in biology makes these goals even more challenging.  Primary emphasis in an AP Biology course should be on developing an understanding of concepts rather than on memorizing terms and technical details.  This is a weighted course.
304611  Earth Science -(RQ)  Grade 11.  Learn about the Earth, its exciting events and its many treasures. This course will take the study of the Earth to a new level.  This course covers the areas of historical geology, the atmosphere, ocean oceanography, weather and climate.  The goal of the course is to provide the student with the knowledge to understand how the oceans and atmosphere interact causing weather and how that changes the Earth over time.

304898 Intro. To Physics-(RQ) Grade 11.  Students develop a conceptual understanding of physics content through the use of scientific inquiry.  They experience physics and earth science concepts such as motions and forces, conservation of energy and the increase in disorder, interactions of energy and matter, and energy in the earth system.  A scientific inquiry approach uses concrete hands-on experience that require students to apply critical thinking skills.  
304622 AP Environmental Science/ Intro to Physics (RQ) Grade 11. This will be the honors science class for 11th grade.  Students enrolling in this course should have superior ability and achievement in science as indicated by grades, standardized test scores and teacher recommendations.  This course is taught at a more advanced level than earth/space science.  See descriptions for Intro to Physics.  This is a weighted course.
304521 Chemistry I   This course is one in which the student should develop a mastery of the basic concepts of chemistry.  
This is a laboratory course.  In this course students develop critical thinking and problem solving skills.  This course is a college preparatory course for the student who plans to attend college and pursue a science related degree.  This is a weighted course. 
304526 AP Chemistry This course is for college-bound students. This course is an extensive topical study of organic chemistry, thermodynamics, kinetics, equilibrium and other selected topics using inquiry based laboratory techniques and scientific practices. Students are encouraged to work both collaboratively and independently to enhance their understanding of advanced chemical concepts. Weighted Course.  Prerequisite:  AP Biology
304821 Physics – (EL)  Grade 11-12.  This course in science includes the study of the laws of motion and forces, the laws of conservation of energy, and the interactions of energy with matter. At the honors level, this course enriches or extends the curriculum by adding more complicated laboratory exercises, extensive reading and writing assignments, and independent student homework assignments.   This is a weighted course. 

302616  Forensics -– (EL)  Grade 10-12 .  Forensics is a class designed to introduce students to the scientific investigation of crime scene evidence.  The primary tool of a forensics investigator is observation.  This class will work on developing the students’ observational skills enhanced by scientific skills and principles.  Our studies will include the analysis of various types of evidence (blood, fingerprints, hair, DNA)  and the overall processing of crime scenes.  The disciplines of biology and chemistry will be at the core of our investigations.    
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SOCIAL STUDIES DEPARTMENT
450707 World Geography – (RQ)  Grade 9. This class will be a combination of Physical/Human and Cultural Geography.  The physical side will concentrate on the descriptive science dealing with the surface of the earth including: continents, countries, climate, plants, animals, and natural resources.  The human and cultural side of the class will deal with the discipline in which the concepts, generalizations and facts from the social/human side of geography. 

451031 World Government  (RQ)  Grade 9.  This class will combine the elements of civics, civic engagement and American government with political science, economic systems and governmental structure of world governments.  Students will take an interesting look at how the American and world governments work and interact.
450708  Honors World Geography  451032 Honors World Government (RQ) Grade 9.   This course addresses the same content and skills included in World Geography and World Government, but there is greater emphasis on higher levels of learning, rigorous reading assignments, and critical thinking. The student is involved in the historical process, in critical reading of primary and secondary sources, and in individual research and projects.  

450835A  World Civilizations—Faith, Renaissance, and the Age of Royalty – (RQ)   Grade 10.  This class is a survey of the history of the world focusing on cultural and political aspects; ancient and modern history; the story of western and non-western civilizations; and current events. 

450835B  World Civilizations—Revolution, Crisis and the Modern Age– (RQ)   Grade 10.  This class is a survey of the history of the world focusing on cultural and political aspects; ancient and modern history; the story of western and non-western civilizations; and current events.  Emphasis will be on post-Renaissance nation development, wars, revolutions and currents events.  

450836A Honors World Civilizations:  Faith, Renaissance, and the Age of Royalty & 450836B Honors World Civilizations:  Revolution, Crisis and the Modern Age – (RQ)  Grade 10. This course addresses the same content and skills included in World Civilizations, but there is greater emphasis on higher levels of learning, rigorous reading assignments, and critical thinking. The student is involved in the historical process, in critical reading of primary and secondary sources, and in individual research and projects.  

450809  U.S. History– (RQ)  Grade 11 (3 trimesters)  EOC class.   Topics that may be discussed in class are:  Civil War, Wars that have taken place since 1865, other areas of conflict within politics, society and labor movements, The New Deal, and the Civil Rights Movement, The Immigrant Experience, Women’s History, Native American History, Civil Rights, United States Government, Constitution and Issues, Supreme Court Cases, Rights of the Individual, Presidential Administrations and Political Movements in History.  There will be a state end of course assessment given at the end of the course and the score will be averaged into the student’s course grade.
450879   Honors U.S. History (RQ)  Grade 11 (3 trimesters)  EOC class. This course maintains the chronology of U.S. History, but requires higher levels of learning, more opportunities for critical thinking and analysis of historical data, and more rigorous reading assignments. Research is part of the course work and the student learns and uses the elements of the historical method (investigation, evaluation, organization, and presentation). There will be a state end of course assessment given at the end of the course and the score will be averaged into the student’s course grade.
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ROTC –ARMY CORPS

To be eligible for enrollment and continuance in the ROTC program a student must:

580240 (A/B/C)    JROTC-1 Leadership Education – (EL)  This course is designed to acquaint the student with the scope and nature of the JROTC program. Subject matter includes effective study techniques, leadership traits and fundamentals, ethical standards, and goal setting. Critical thinking skills and problem solving are introduced as well as written and oral communication. Military organization study includes unit organization, history, customs and courtesies, patriotism, discipline, and the role of a unit leader. The student fires and qualifies in marksmanship training and studies health, first aid and substance abuse, in addition to weekly physical training activities.

580241 (A/B/C)  ROTC-2 Leadership Education – (EL)  This course builds upon the material presented in JROTC-1. Follow-up topics in leadership include an examination of leadership styles and principles to include leadership motivation, authority, and responsibility. Leadership dynamics, human behavior, problem solving and role-playing are stressed. Intermediate level public speaking, advanced first aid, drill, and the preparation and conduct of training are presented. Land navigation, military ceremonies, marksmanship training, and physical fitness assist the student in building self-confidence. Instructor’s approval required.

580242 (A/B/C)  ROTC-3 Leadership Training – (EL)  This course emphasizes leadership instruction and application. Leadership topics include fundamentals of command and management techniques as well as leadership application. The student learns techniques of instruction, conducts classroom instruction, and develops training formats. Problem-solving skills emphasize group dynamics, critical thinking, resolution of conflicts, and counseling skills. Research papers encourage study of current affairs, world ideologies, and current would leaders. The student receives advanced studies in weapons instruction, advanced marksmanship training, physical fitness, and drill.  Instructor’s approval required.
580243 (A/B/C)  ROTC-4 Leadership Training – (EL)  This course focuses on psychological factors of leadership, student self-analysis, attitudes of the officers and non-commissioned officers, preparation for command, communication of orders, and methods of exercising command. The student exercises officer leadership responsibilities, assists the Marine instructors, and participates in teaching drill, marksmanship and physical fitness to junior students.  Instructor’s approval required.
580244 (A/B/C)  ROTC Leadership/Staff Studies – (EL)  This class is for junior and senior cadets who have been promoted and assigned as class leaders. Instructor’s approval required.

OCCUPATIONAL WORK EXPERIENCE

906010 Peer Mentor – (EL)  Grade 12. For seniors interested in pursuing a career in special education. These peer teachers will be assigned to a Seneca self-contained classroom where they will work one-on-one with a student with special needs. Students must complete an application and receive approval from the counselor and FMD teacher. Availability for this opportunity will be very limited.

909020 Office Aide   906011   Peer Tutor– (EL) Grade 12. Students must be a senior with a cumulative GPA of 3.0 with a good attendance, test scores, and discipline history. This student would be assigned to various locations, which could include the office or a classroom.  Students must complete an application and must receive parent, teacher and counselor approval. Availability limited.  A committee will select these students.

909021 Library Aide – (EL)  Grade 12. Students must be a junior or senior with good attendance and discipline history. This course consists of a carefully planned knowledge base which provides a portion of the expertise necessary to keep a school library media center running smoothly. It offers high school students an excellent opportunity for public service learning and career exploration, as well as academic enrichment. The course offers work-study students an opportunity to acquire basic organizational and interpersonal skills necessary for the future and can be adapted to any work environment.  Students must complete an application and must receive parent, teacher and counselor approval. Availability limited.
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AGRICULTURAL DEPARTMENT

030715 (A & B) Principles of Agriculture A & B– (EL)  Grade 9-10.  This course provides instruction in the foundations of the various segments of the agricultural industry, animal science, plant and land science, and the youth organization (FFA), will be the foci of the curriculum.  The selection and planning of a supervised agricultural experience program and related record-keeping will be presented.  Topics include animal science (horses, beef cattle, dairy cattle, sheep, swine, poultry, aquaculture, and pets); plant science (horticulture, landscaping, greenhouse, soils, and forestry; and agriculture careers.

010231  Small Power & Equipment –(EL) Grade 10-12.  A course that describes theories, principles, and the application of operating, repairing, maintaining of power equipment and small engines. Includes welding, sales, marketing and safety.
010131 Ag Business/Farm Management—(EL) Grade 10-12.  A course that describes theories, principles and the application of farm and business management principles including marketing, financial management, economics, record keeping, inventories, futures trading, labor management, etc.
020221 Plant and Land Science—(EL) Grades 9-12.  A course that describes the theories, principles, and science of Agronomy.
010212  Ag. Power and Machinery Operation—(EL) Grades 9-12. A course that describes theories, principles and the application of operating, repairing, and maintaining agriculture machinery and equipment. Includes principles of engines, hydraulics, welding, electricity, motor, and safety.

010641 (A & B) Greenhouse Technology– (EL)  Grades 10-12. This course teaches scientific inquiry relating to the greenhouse industry. Students will learn to maintain plants in ECHS greenhouse as well as other locations on campus. 
010241 Agricultural Construction – (EL)  Grade 10-12.  This course prepares students to construct and maintain agricultural structures and equipment.  Students will develop basic skills such as:  tool identification, interpreting plans, calculating a bill of materials, electrification, carpentry, welding, and metal fabrication,
 010610 Crop Technology—(EL) Grades 10-12.  Crop Technology instruction concentrates on the production practices and current biotechnological applications of one or more agriculture crops. Hands-on experiences will be emphasized. Instruction will 

include variety selection, seed bed preparation, fertilization, pest, weed and disease control, harvesting, and marketing crops. Current biotechnological applications may be included. Content may be enhanced with appropriate computer applications. Agriculture 

010110 Agriculture Communications—(EL) Grades 10-12.This course develops an understanding of fundamental skills necessary to be successful in the agricultural communications industry. Provides guided practice and applied experience utilizing various styles of 
communication including oral, written, and electronic communications. Techniques of communications will include: traditional print media, brochure development, photography, videography, computer program applications, and Internet usage including e-mail.

FAMILY AND CONSUMER SCIENCES

200113 (A & B) Life Skills (EL)  Grade 9-10  This comprehensive course provides an opportunity for acquiring basic life skills and allows students to select specific areas for concentrated study.  Emphasis is on work and family, adolescent development, selection and care of clothing, consumer spending, housing choices, challenges of child rearing, and guidance in establishing relationships.

200441 (A & B) Foods & Nutrition (EL)  Grade 10-12. This course is designed to assist students in making critical decisions about food,  which contribute to health and well-being.  Laboratory instruction is included as an application process. Practical problems addressed are related to attitudes toward food, nutrition facts, specials heath concerns and diets, preparation skills, and careers in nutrition and food service.

200411 (A & B)  Culinary Skills I (EL)  Grade 10-12 Advanced course to provide training for employment in hospitality services area of food service; skills and concepts related to supportive services such as public relations, food and beverage operation, management techniques and entrepreneurship; related on-job experiences.
200412 (A & B) Culinary Skills II (EL) Grade 11-12 In this course students resume progress in pursuing competencies in food production and services. Orientation to the food service industry and development of food preparation skills are reinforced. Food service management functions are introduced. More in-depth information is provided and higher levels of skills are taught. Time is provided for work based learning opportunities. Leadership development will be provided through the Family, Career and Community Leaders of America. Food preparation; bakery operation; dinner catering; model restaurant; laws and regulations; unions; safety, sanitation; receive, store and issue food are addressed.
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BUSINESS & TECHNOLOGY DEPARTMENT

060112 (A & B) Digital Literacy – (EL)  Grade 10-12  Entry-level computer course.  Consists of increasing Words per Minute; using the home keys, using various programs such as Microsoft Word, Microsoft Excel; Microsoft Access to prepare documents.  Also introduces Desk Top Publishing. 

071097  (A & B)  Microsoft Office -MOS -- (EL)  Grade 10-12  Understanding and using Microsoft Office.  This includes Word, Excel, Publisher, Power Point, Access, and Outlook.  Using the programs to create documents and integrating the programs together to produce documents.  This is an advanced class that teaches step-by-step use of programs.  Students can become certified in MOS.  

060751 (A & B) Multimedia-- (EL)  Grade 10-12  This course consists of using various types of media, PC, scanner, digital camera, laser printer, etc. to create publications and documents.  This course is an advanced computer course.  Focus is on terminology, concepts, and applications of Desktop Publishing.  
060107 Business Education Co-Op (A & B) –(EL)  Grades 11-12.  Cooperative Education for CTE courses provide supervised 
work site experience related to the student’s identified career pathway. A student must be enrolled in an approved capstone 
course during the same school year that the co-op experience is completed. 
060199 Web Page Design A & B-- (EL)  Grade 10-12.  Students analyze the structure of the worldwide web, apply basic principles of web documents and HTML, and develop multi-media web pages. Course content will includethe understanding of hypertext and web structures. Equipment such as scanners, digital and videocameras, and sound recording devices will be utilized through hands-on instruction. Prerequisites: Computer and Technology Applications
070743 Advanced Computer and Technology Applications (A & B)-- (EL) Grade 10-12 This course is an upper-level computer course involving graphing, using different programs in the Microsoft Suite, and using Quick books to understand the process of employee record keeping and business records.  Students must have taken Computer Applications prior to enrolling in this course.

060761  Advanced Multimedia-- (EL)  Grade 11-12 This course is an advanced course following Multimedia.  This course is based upon concepts relating to applications.  This class is very project oriented.  Students who like Desktop Publishing, PhotoShop, Video Production, should enroll in this course. Students must have taken or plan to take Multimedia before enrolling in this course. 

060170 Financial Literacy –(EL)  Grade 9-12  This course is designed to provide students with the knowledge and skills to manage one’s financial resources effectively for lifetime financial security. Topics include economics, money in the economy, budgeting, credit, consumer rights, investments and retirement planning. 

060142 Word Processing –(EL) Grades 9-12  This course is designed for students who have already developed proficiency in Exploratory Computers (or its equivalent). The student will spend two to three weeks reviewing 

the touch system of keying with emphasis on proper technique and developing speed and accuracy. 

The student will apply techniques for composing, proofreading, editing, word division, capitalization, and punctuation for production of mail able copies of letters, business forms, tables, and reports. In-depth instruction for the generation of desktop publishing documents, spreadsheets, graphics, graphs, charts, and databases through application is a vital part of this course. The student will also research career opportunities in computer-related careers. A computerized workstation 

with appropriate software is required for each student.

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WORLD LANGUAGES

160408 (A & B) French I – (EL)  Grade 9-12. This course is an introduction to the French Language.  This college preparatory course is geared for students with acceptable English skills and interest in learning a non-native language.  

The goals of French I are to introduce language study, to equip the student with basic vocabulary and grammar skills for minimum expression and to develop the ability to read, speak, listen, and comprehend in simple French.
160409 (A & B) French II – (EL)  Grade 10-12. This course is a part of the continuing sequence of study begun in French I. The course offers students opportunities to improve in the three modes of communicating in French and increase their knowledge and understanding of the relationship of cultural products, practices and perspectives of the French-speaking world.

160410 French III 160411 French IV This course continues the development of the three modes of communication with the introduction of specialized vocabulary and advanced language structures. Students will expand cultural knowledge and learn to interpret the varied products FROM SEVERAL AREAS OF THE FRENCH SPEAKING WORLD, such as music, films, newspapers, literary texts, architecture, and inventions, in terms of underlying cultural values and attitudes. Prerequisite:  French 1 & II

ART

500701    Art 1 (A & B)– (EL)   Grade 9-12. This course is designed for beginning art students.  It serves as an introduction to the basic principles of design as well as techniques and materials used in the production of art, such as drawing, painting, sculpture, printmaking, and crafter or pottery.  Appreciation and history will be integrated into these studies with an emphasis on art as a creative expression that communicates objects events, and ideas.

500702   Art 2 (A & B) – Intermediate Art (EL)  Grade 10-12. The sequential continuation of the art basics begun in Art I.  More advanced techniques and a wider range of materials are covered.  More choices and opportunities for experimentation are given to students concerning designs and projects.  

500703 (A & B)   Art 3- Advanced Art – (EL)  Grade 11-12.  – This level is primarily intended for the more serious are student.  Independent research and development of individual style are main components of this class.  Increased problem solving, portfolio development, and the most advanced techniques and materials are taught.

500704 (A & B)   Art 4 Independent Art - (EL)  Grade 12.   This is a continuation of art portfolio preparation. Senior Art is an independent study that provides in-depth, supervised studio art to the student with recognized talent and vocational interest in the visual arts.. Prerequisite: Art 1, 2, 3  and art instructor approval

HUMANITIES

500109   Humanities-Music & Dance   500110 Humanities-Visual Arts & Drama (RQ)   Grades 9-12.   This course presents a series of topical units dealing with fine arts and performing arts.  It is divided into two sections.  Students can take this class or any art or music class and it will complete their humanities credit.
MUSIC
500925 (A B C)  Choir– (EL)  Grades 9-12; audition required. This course includes development of choral techniques through singing choral literature written for mixed voices and the development of basic tone production and choral techniques through singing three- and four-part choral literature. The course contributes to the development of the musicianship of the student through the use of supplementary materials related to general music education.  It will also include more advanced development of tone production and choral techniques through singing choral literature and builds upon previous vocal music experiences. It will concentrate on the vocal and musical development of each student. Attendance is required at all outside performances. (will count as a humanities credit)

500912 Music Appreciation– (EL)  Grade 10-12. This course is designed for students interested in music.  This class will study the different eras and types of music.  Learn about music concepts. (will count as a humanities credit)
500914 (A B C) Band  – (EL)  Grade 9-12.  This class emphasizes individual and group technical training (skills) with emphasis placed on preparation and performance in marching band, musicals, seasonal music, concert activities, solo and ensemble participation, all-state and county activities, and jazz band development. The student electing this class should understand that all extra rehearsals and performances in both marching and pep bands are required in agreement with District guidelines. (The number of commitments may vary by year; however, the director will give as much advance information as possible concerning these performances and extra rehearsals.) (will count as a humanities credit)
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HEALTH AND PHYSICAL EDUCATION

340133 Health   (RQ)  Grade 9. This is the secondary health education course required of all students. It consists of instruction in the following health areas:  personal wellness, behavior choices, communicable and non-communicable diseases, mental and emotional health, self-management and coping strategies, nutrition, and safety and first-aid.

340216 Physical Education  (RQ)   Grade 9. This is the initial physical education course required of all

students.  It involves the teaching of lifetime leisure sports, individual sports and team sports, focusing on physical fitness 

and its evaluation and maintenance. The student develops a personalized fitness program based on fitness goals.

340218 Team Sports (EL) 10-12.  This course will focus on individual improvement in team-oriented activities and the rules of the activities. Activities include but are not limited to Touch Football, Soccer, Basketball, Softball, Volleyball., and Ultimate Frisbee.  Also, students will learn about sportsmanship, advanced strategies of sports skills and teamwork.  Daily participation and dressing in active wear is mandatory.  This will be a highly competitive sports and fitness class where to must demonstrate superior fitness and sports skills.  

340217 Lifetime Fitness (EL)  Grade 9-12. This course helps students understand athletic conditioning through weight training and various cardiovascular activities. Trimester placement will be decided depending on what sport is played.  Please write the sport that you play on your scheduling form.  Athletes only.

302850   Athletic Training  – (EL)  Grade 10-12.  Athletic training is designed for the study of principles and methods involved in the care, prevention, and treatment of athletic injuries.  Other areas of study within the course include nutrition for sports, conditioning for injury prevention, first aid procedures, recognition and evaluation of injuries, protective equipment, and heat illness.  This is an academic course that will include classroom, laboratory, and practical experience by serving each athletic event of the school.  Students will need to obtain a specific number of participation hours outside of school at athletic events.  
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RAIDER RED COURSES

3RD PERIOD ---40 MINUTE CLASSES---.25 CREDIT

450601  Economics – (EL)   Grade 9-12.  Economics is the study of banks, profits, corporations, unions, GNP; consumer protection laws; American and other systems; personal income tax; production and distribution; scarcity and demand.

450911   What’s in the News (EL) Grade 9-12.  In this class, students will be discovering and investigating current issues in the news media, then discussing and debating these topics in class. 
302617 Introduction to Forensic Science (EL) Grade 9.  This will be an introduction class to scientific criminal investigation.  This class will work on developing the students’ observational skills enhanced by scientific skills and principles.  This class will include the analysis of various types of evidence and the processing of crime scenes.

302618   Science Myths and Legends  (EL) Grade 9-12.  This is a fun class where students will look at science myths and legends and see why they might be true or not true.
302619  Amazing Volcanoes (EL) Grade 9-12.  Students will be looking at and studying volcanoes across the world.  They will be discovering many fascinating facts about volcanoes.
580245   ROTC  (EL) Grade 9-12.  All students who take ROTC are assigned to this class.  It gives instructors the opportunity to work with all students together.  

340220    Leisure Sports (EL) Grade 12 only.  This elective is designed to allow students to learn and experience various types of team sports such as basketball, baseball, ping pong, volleyball, etc. 

500711  Creative Art (EL) Grades 9-12    Students will be working on a variety of art projects. 
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CARTER COUNTY CAREER AND TECHNICAL SCHOOL PROGRAM

Students at ECHS may attend the Carter County Career and Technical School.  This is a program for juniors and seniors.  Our technical school is located in Pleasant Valley near the 1st Olive Hill Exit.  The principal is Mr. Steve Stubbs.  Students can earn 4 elective credits per year.  The school has created a dual credit program in connection with Ashland Community and Technical School and students can earn college credit at ACTC for many of these classes.  The five programs that are offered include:  welding; carpentry; information technology; drafting; and health sciences.

All 10th grade students will have the opportunity to tour the school; observe the different classes offered; and speak with career and technical teachers in the spring before scheduling.   Immediately after their visit, they will be required to complete an application if they would like to be accepted into one of the programs at the school.  Due to the limited number of seats available for each program, a committee from the technical school will go through a very selective process to choose the right candidates for the school.  To be selected for each program, the selection committee will consider a student’s grades, attendance, discipline record, and student essay.  Once students are selected for these programs, they will be expected to attend the classes for two years to complete the program. Students will be notified and the counselors will schedule classes for the career and technical school after committee decisions are made. Students will not need to register for these classes on their scheduling form.  They will need to select other electives during the scheduling process in case they are not selected to attend the career and technical school.
